Schuylkill Haven Borough 
General Parade Rules and Regulations
Purpose:
 The purpose of the Schuylkill Haven Borough General Parade Regulations is to provide clear control and direction over the parade route, participants, and spectators to ensure the safety of all citizens involved.  
General: 

1. The parade organizer will be responsible for communicating all rules and regulations to each member of his/her organization, group, company and/or entry.  Each member of the organization, group, company and/or entry shall be responsible for reading the rules and regulations associated with the parade.  The violation of these rules and regulations by any member of the organization, group, company and/or entry before, during or along the parade route will result in the immediate removal from the parade.

2. No participants are permitted to consume and/or possess alcoholic beverages while participating in the parade. A violation will result in the removal from the parade. 

3. No participants are permitted to smoke or use tobacco products while participating in the parade.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade. 

4. No participants are permitted to use any illicit substances and/or possess drug paraphernalia while participating in the parade.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade.  
5. No participants are permitted to possess a firearm or weapon of any kind while participating in the parade.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade. 

6. No participants are permitted to possess explosives, fireworks, or any other exploding device.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade. 

7. Power tools replica knives, swords, guns are not allowed to leave the parade route and go into the crowd.  Power tools used as parade items/decorations must be turned off throughout the parade.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade.  

8. No material of any sort (candy, toys, etc.) may be thrown from vehicles to spectators along the parade route whether into the crowd or into the street.  This action is strictly prohibited.  All giveaways and candy must be handed directly to parade attendees by walkers along the parade route.  For safety and insurance reasons, this rule will be strictly enforced.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade.
9. Every group/organization/individual is responsible for cleaning up their trash! This will be especially enforced in the parking lot! Failure to clean up after yourselves and leaving the parking lot a disaster where your group was gathered will result in the inability to register for the parade next year! There are several trash cans in the parking lot for you to utilize. 
10. Any group that chooses to incorporate hay bales, straw, balloons, streamers, candy, is required to have one leader from their group to meet with a Recreation Staff member to ensure that their area is cleaned after the parade has concluded. 

Vehicles:
1. Any motorized vehicle required by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to be inspected must have a current inspection sticker and registration card.  Registration card must be available upon request of any parade official or police officer.  

2. All motorized vehicles operating in the parade must have valid and current insurance.  Valid proof of insurance must be presented to parade organizers and available upon request from a police officer.  

3. All vehicle operators must have a valid driver’s license and must be presented to parade organizers and available upon request from a police officer.  

4. All vehicle operators must operate their vehicles in a safe and courteous manner.  Burn-outs, wheelies, and other unsafe driving acts are strictly prohibited.  A violation will not only result in the removal from parade but can also result in the issuance of traffic/non-traffic citation for identified violations. Note: The parade route is narrow, and many children sit on the curb to view the parade.  Their safety is our upmost priority.  
5. All UTV/ATV vehicles are prohibited entrance into the parade. This includes any/all off- road vehicles, due to the safety of the community. 

Animals: 

1. Participants requesting entry of domesticated pets (dogs, cats, etc.) must provide proof of registration and up to date shot records.  

2. Animal owners must be in full control of their pets.  Animals will not be permitted to walk without some form of physical control, for example a leash.  

3. Animal owners will be responsible for immediate curbing of their pet.  Any animal droppings must be cleaned up immediately.   
Parade Movement: 
1. All groups/organization participating in the parade are required to arrive NO earlier than 5:30pm and NO later than 6:30pm. 

2. All groups/organizations will be lined up in the order that they arrive. (Moving around of some groups may occur and is up to the discretion of the Recreation Department.)

3. Parade units must keep moving during the parade at all times unless they are directed to stop by units in front and parade officials.  Stopping and performing along the parade route is allowed for 2 minutes ONLY at the intersection of        St. John Street and Main Street (Brok Sel).
4. Parade units must maintain a space of approximately 25ft.  from the unit in front of them. 

5. All parade participants must stay in the line of march.  Do not go into the crowd.  In the event of an emergency the parade participant may move to the right side of the roadway and wait for assistance.  

6. In the event of an emergency response all parade participants are directed to move to the right side of the roadway to permit the passing of emergency vehicles (fire, ambulance, police, etc.).  

7. Parade units that are transporting participants must operate at a safe speed and ensure that all passengers are located within the vehicle.  Passengers located on trailers and in truck beds MUST be within the designed structure.  For example: No hanging over the sides or back of a vehicle with any part of one’s body.  A violation will result in the removal from the parade.  This will be strictly enforced. 
8. Participants under the age of 18 must have adult supervision. 
9. Vehicle parade units transporting passengers are not permitted to load or unload passengers while in line of march.  The only exceptions will be in the event of an emergency.  Participants are not permitted to board a vehicle once the parade line of march has started to move.   

10. When a parade unit reaches the end of the parade route, the participants are NOT permitted to come back through the line of march for the remaining portion of parade.  Participants must use an alternate route so as not to disrupt the movement of the parade.  
Staging of parade units will take place in the Schuylkill Haven High School Parking Lot. Those locations are not under the control of the Schuylkill Haven Borough and must be secured by the parade organizers.  
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
