Rules and Information    
Parade Lineup   
Coaches/Vehicles - Lineup will be at Alamo Park from   

7:30-8:00AM. Please arrive no later than 8:00AM. When arriving, 

turn onto Ave N 1/2 from 51st. This will ensure all vehicles are 

facing the proper direction. When arriving into the parking lot, we 

will form lines on the right hand side of the parking lot and work our 

way over as the lines are full. When parking, pull as far forward as 

possible. Space is limited.    

   

  

Player Drop Off   
A. Player Arrival - 8:00am - 8:30am   

B. Drop Off - drop off area will be the pull through area on 51st   



Street. DO NOT PARK IN THE DROP OFF AREA & DO NOT 

DROP OFF on Ave N 1/2.    

  

C. Park and walk - If a parent chooses to park and walk their kid to 

their team, please park along Ave M 1/2 or 53rd Street. DO  

NOT PARK IN THE DROP OFF AREA & DO NOT PARK on  

Ave N 1/2.    

D. The parade will begin at 8:45am sharp. All players not dropped 

off by 8:40am will not participate in the parade. If you are late, 

please go to Crockett Park and meet with your team on 

Colombo field for the ceremony.    



Route   
The parade will begin at Alamo, proceed south on 53rd street, and 

end at Crockett Park.    

  



Unloading   
Teams will exit their parade float at the main entrance to Crockett 

Fields. 5 teams will be unloading at a time. Please be patient and 

cautious during this process.   

  



 

 

Float Parking   
The parade vehicle will proceed around the Moody building and   

Park on the south side of Moody church. Overflow parking is 

available at Burnet Elementary. Directions to Burnet: right on Ave 

U, drive around the block and park at Burnet Elementary. THIS 

AREA IS RESERVED FOR PARADE VEHICLES ONLY!   

  



Safety   
A. Teams have the option of riding in the bed of a truck, or on a 

trailer in tow with protective railing. No person shall ride on the 

truck bed rail or stand in the bed of the truck.  

B. There shall be a minimum of one adult for every four children on 

the parade float.  

C. Children are not allowed to walk during the parade.  

D. All participants shall be sitting down at ALL TIMES when the 

parade vehicle is in motion.  

E. Candy is allowed to be tossed, please no hard candies and 

supervise your players to ensure the safety of everyone.   

Parade Spectators   
A. Parking along 53rd street is encouraged. Please do not block 

cross streets, driveways, or fire hydrants.  

B. Monitor young children at all times.  

C. At the end of the parade, please help by picking up any candy or 

trash in your area.  

D. DO NOT PARK IN THE SOUTH MOODY PARKING LOT   

(along Ave U).  



E. Please be courteous and considerate of others.  

Rules    
A. Each team is expected to decorate their truck/trailer. It is 

recommended to host a team event on Friday evening and have 

players help.  

B. Only members of the team and coaching staff/Team Mom will be 

allowed in the parade.    

C. Players can be in full uniform or team jersey and hat. Closed toe 

shoes are recommended.  

D. No pets allowed on parade trucks or floats.   

Parking    
A. Parking is available in the two areas below outlined in green.  

Street parking is available but do not block roads or driveways.    
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
