
  
How to Become a New AYSO Referee 

Thank you for volunteering to Referee! Here are the steps to get certified.  

1. REGISTER AS A VOLUNTEER 
Sign up online as a volunteer  

NOTE: If you have already completed a volunteer application for a different role, skip to step 2

2. COMPLETE ONLINE COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATIONS 
Take the AYSO's Safe Haven certification, Sudden Cardiac Arrest, CDC: Concussion Awareness and 
SafeSport Training*.  
 
*Notes for Youth Referees - Youth volunteers aged 12 and older can also train to become 
Certified Referees.  Youth volunteers do not need background checks and are not required to take 
SafeSport training. 
 
Once you have created your volunteer application, you will be able to access the training portal

Note for Parents:  If you are signing-up your child to be a Referee, you will only see the AYSOU 
button in the child’s profile, NOT from your own.  You’ll have to sign-in to their account to see it.
