Schedule
● Draft Schedule will be sent to RC’s around Feb 11

○ It is the responsibility of the RC to ensure that the draft schedule is 
completed within 7 days

● Final Schedule will be uploaded to the Area R website by February 
25th

● Not every team will play each other during the season
● You can not miss a game once the schedule is finalized

○ Failure to make a game will be a forfeit and NO MAKE UP will be allowed



Match Reporting
● It is the responsibility of both coaches to ensure the

scores are reported within 48 hours of the match
○ Failure to do so will result in a caution for the coach;

multiple failures to timely and accurately report will lead
to Standings Points deductions

● Accurate reporting is required
○ Home and Away scores
○ All Cautions and Send offs
○ Pictures of both sides of the game cards (both game

cards)
○ Pictures of substitution timesheet for both teams (16/19

only)

Team Roster
● Official Roster by jersey order and picture

○ Found on Affinity Platform
● Replaces need for Player ID cards for Select 

games
○ May still need Player ID cards for outside 

tournaments

● Coaches need to print and wear a Coach 
Badge during games (from Affinity Platform)

● Have all medical waivers and official roster 
with you at all times

Select Guidelines
● Governing Rules of the Season
● New Changes include:

○ Uniforms and pennies
○ Coaches’ Badges and certifications
○ Team Rosters with Players’ Pictures (in lieu of Player ID Cards)
○ Game Reporting
○ Substitution Timesheet
○ Referees
○ Tougher Discipline - Poor behavior by coaches, players, and spectators
○ And there’s more….

Check In By Referees
● Required at the start of the game

○ If not done, please add to match report
● Coaches provide Team Picture Roster. There’s no requirement to

laminate the roster; print multiple copies!
● If a team doesn’t have a Team Picture Roster, the game will be a

forfeit and the teams can play a scrimmage
● If a player is not listed on the Team’s Roster, then the player

cannot play in the game
● The referees do not have the discretion to waive these

consequences



Referee Qualifications / 
Requirements

● 10U to 14U Matches
○ Regional Referee or higher
○ At least 14 years old and two years older than the players

● 16U to 19U Matches
○ Intermediate Referee or higher
○ At least 19 years old and two years older than the players

● No player in the match
● Report all send-offs (or spectator ejections) on Spring Select website
● Completed all required courses

○ Referee Course, Safe Haven, CDC Concussion, LiveScan, Sudden Cardiac arrest, 
SafeSport (current), and AYSO background check (current)



Sideline Etiquette and Behavior 
● Sidelines will sit on the side 

opposite of the AR
● Any abuse of the referee will 

be reason for removal of the 
spectator and/or coach



Questions???
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
