* Email subject should include:
o Referee Name(s)
o Division and team number to award points to...
« Body of the email should include the date, time, and division of the game covered.
* Take a photo of game cards (front and back).
+ Make sure the game card is legible, if it can’t be read, points may not be awarded properly.
o So please PRINT NEATLY!
* Make sure the team number is in the subject of the email matches the game card.
* Make sure date, time, and division are in the body of the matches in the game card.
* If there is a discrepancy that furthers investigation, the game card info will be used.
