A volunteer badge is not required to assist the team with activities such as scoreboard, scorebook, pitch
count (if apply) or team parent.

Once we have sent your information in for the 
background check, you will receive an email from 
“ORWALL LITTLE LEAGUE 
automation@instascreen.net”  with the subject 
line: "ORWALL LITTLE LEAGUE Background 
Questionnaire Notification." 
Be on the look for this email since it may arrive to 
your spam. Please read and complete the process 
outlined (it only takes a few minutes). Link is only 
valid for 14 days, after that will expire.
