Sign Stealing 9.01(d) Note Sign Stealing shall be treated as Unsportsmanlike Conduct

Plate Umpire Positioning 9.04(a) The plate umpire may stand behind the pitcher

Replacement Players Reg III(d)(2) Replacement players are prohibited during the last 2 weeks of season

15 year olds to play in Junior Division Reg IV(a) Junior League Note 15 year olds can play in the Junior division

15 year-olds pitching in Juniors Reg IV(a) Junior League Note 15 year olds can pitch in the Junior division

Reduce MPR for 15+ rostered players
