	Majors Division

	1. Games
	· Four full innings constitute a legal game. (DHLL)
· A (10) rule is in effect if after four innings (away team) or three and one-half innings (home team) and a team is ahead by ten runs, they will be declared the winner (4. 10e).

	2. Start Time
	· Games shall start immediately at game time.
· 15 minutes will be allowed before a forfeit is called. Forfeits will not be replayed (4.16).

	3. Time Limit
	· No inning may start after 1hr 40 mins, and the game will drop dead at 1hr 50 mins.  If an inning is not completed the score reverts to the previous inning.
· An inning is deemed to have begun immediately after the third out made to end the previous inning.

	4. Home Team
	· The first base side is the home team bench.

	5. Coaching
	· Teams are permitted only four adult coaches: A manager, two base coaches, and a scorekeeper. These individuals are the only adults permitted in the dugout.
· Adult coaches will be permitted to warm-up pitchers (DHLL).
· Adult base coaches may be used (4.05).
· Teams are permitted two trips to the mound per inning for the manager or coach to confer with any player. A third trip in one inning requires a change of the pitcher (8.06a).

	6. Scoring
	· The home team will be responsible for keeping the official book. The home team will assign a parent to operate the scoreboard.

	7. Batting/Hitting
	· Continuous batting- All players will be placed in the batting lineup at the start of the game. Players arriving after the game has started will be placed at the end of the batting lineup.
· No on deck batter is permitted to have a bat in hand (1.08).
· Infield fly applies (2.0). 
· Dropped third strike applies.
· 5 Run max per inning.
· No Fake Bunt Allowed (Batter may not pull back and swing away). Batters must wear a helmet with a cage.
· All bats must be USA stamped.

	8. Runner/ Base Stealing
	· Little League Rules (7.00) apply.
· Runners leave on release. 
· Unlimited stealing. 
· Continuation on a walk is in effect.

	9. Courtesy Runner
	· Teams may use a courtesy runner for a catcher with two outs. 
· The courtesy runner will be the last player to make an out.

	10. Player Participation
	· No player sits on the bench for more than one consecutive inning. No player may sit twice before all other players have sat once.

	11. Substitutions
	· Open substitutions.

	12. Pitching
	· Little League rules apply.
· Rolling 6 innings based off previously last pitchers pitched game & current game (ex. If a pitcher throws 3 innings last pitched game, pitcher may only pitch 2 innings for the current game).  Delivery of a single pitch constitutes having pitched an inning.
· If a pitcher hits three (3) batters in an inning they must be removed from pitching for one (1) full inning.
· If a pitcher hits five (5) batters in a game, they will not be eligible to pitch for the remainder of that game.
· Dropped third does apply.
· No intentional walks (Let the players decide the outcome) 
· Pitchers are allowed 5 warm up pitchers to start and 3 thereafter.

	13. Illegal Pitches
	· Illegal pitches will be scored only as one additional ball to the batter's count (8.05).

	14. Throwing the bat
	· Each team will be allowed only one warning, an out will be charged for each subsequent occurrence. Ruling: Dead ball out (DHLL).

	15. Overthrows
	· Little League Rules Apply (7.05 ). 
· Ball is live until controlled by the pitcher in the pitcher's circle.

	16. Bases
	· Bases are 60 feet apart (1.04).
· The pitching distance is 40 feet (1.04).

	17. Cancellations
	· Cancellation will be done at field by Commissioner, board member or communicated by Rained out text service. (text: DHLLUDHL to 84483).

	18. Rules
	· Unless otherwise indicated in these rules, Little League Rules will apply.
· No Food in dugouts - seeds only.
· No Gum.
· No Jewelry.
· Infielders must wear facemasks.

	· Throwing of equipment and outward displays of violent disapproval of an umpire's decision, the umpire shall first give warning that such disapproval shall cease. 
· If such action continues- the offender shall be ordered out of the game. Anyone ejected is suspended and may not be in attendance at the next game (4.07).
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
