	Petticoat Division

	1. Games
	· No new inning after 65 min. Drop dead stop at 80 min.
· Game balls will be 11-inch softballs.

	2. Start Time
	· Games shall start immediately at game time.

	3. Time Limit
	· Generally, games will have a 90 minute time limit from the scheduled start time.

	4. Home Team
	· The first base side is the home team bench.

	5. Coaching
	· Teams are permitted only four adult coaches: A manager, two base coaches, and a scorekeeper. These individuals are the only adults permitted in the dugout.  
· Adult base coaches may be used.
· Two (2) coaches of the defensive team will be permitted as field coaches.
· 10 players on the field (6 infield, 4 outfield)

	6. Scoring
	· No Score keeping is necessary.
· All teams (Home and Visitors) must record game highlights in the clubhouse.

	7. Batting/Hitting

	· 6 batters per inning unless the team has a total of 8 players, then all 8 will bat. 
· Continuous batting – All players will be placed in the batting lineup at the start of the game. Players arriving after the game has started will be added at the end of the batting order.
· An inning ends after each player bats or three (3) outs.  – If a batter or base runner is "put out", she will return to the bench. If both teams have large rosters (12+), managers may agree to bat only half the players each inning to expedite innings.
· A batter gets five pitches from her coach; a tee will be used after the fifth pitch. The player gets 3 swings from the tee.
· Bunting is not permitted.
· No on deck batter is permitted to have a bat in hand.
· There is no infield fly rule.
· All bats must be USA stamped.

	8. Runner/ Base Stealing

	· No Base stealing.
· No leads are permitted.
· Base runners advance one base at a time. Except for the last batter, when all runners run home.

	9. Courtesy Runner

	· N/A

	10. Player Participation

	· No player sits more than one consecutive inning.
· No player may sit more than one inning more than any other player (for example, no player may sit three innings unless every other player has sat two innings)
· Only nine players at a time on the field in proper field positions (4 OF's may be used if only 10 girls show to the game or if more than 12 show)
· Players should evenly split time between infield and outfield

	11. Substitutions

	· Open Substitutions

	12. Pitching/ Umpires

	· No umpires
· Coaches will pitch to their own team from approximately 20 feet.  
· A different coach should coach the batter to expedite the game.

	13. Throwing the bat

	· Each team will be allowed only one warning, an out will be charged for each subsequent occurrence.

	14. Overthrows

	· Base runners may not advance on an overthrow.

	15. Bases

	· Bases are 50 feet apart.

	16. Cancellations

	· Cancellations will be handled by our league president and we will notify coaches as quickly as possible.

	17.  Rules

	· Unless otherwise indicated in these rules, Little League Rules will apply.
· No FOOD in dugouts -seeds only.
· No GUM
