e | will treat each player as an individual, remembering the large range of emotional and
physical development for the same age group.

o | will follow the Little League requirements related to player playing time.

e | will do my best to provide a safe playing situation for my players.

¢ | will not yell at or verbally abuse any umpire before, during, or after the game.

¢ | acknowledge that umpires are humans and will make mistakes but that we as a league
and a team will move on from these mistakes.

e | will promise to review and practice the basic first aid principles needed to treat injuries of
my players.

e | will do my best to organize practices that are fun and challenging for all my players.

e | will lead by example in demonstrating fair play and sportsmanship to all players.

e | will provide a sports environment for my team that is free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol;
and | will refrain from their use at all youth sports events.

o | will treat the facilities, including the fields, with respect and not damage them. This includes
no soft toss against any of the fences.

e | will be knowledgeable in the rules and | will teach these rules to my players. | will use those
coaching techniques appropriate for each of the skills | teach. | will remember thatlam a
youth sports coach, and that the game is for the children and not the adults.

¢ | will not coach my child during the game, especially when the player is at bat, pitching or
catching.

e | will remember that the game is for youth - not for adults.

e | will do my very best to make youth sports fun for my child.

e | will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, fans, and officials, with respect regardless of
race, sex, creed, or ability.

e | promise to help my child enjoy the youth sports experience by doing whatever | can to
promote this goal.

o | will treat the facilities, including the fields, with respect and not damage them. This includes
no soft toss against any of the fences.
