Please Read Carefully

1. Mandatory Background Checks – Beginning with the 2007 season, it is a Little League requirement that all league volunteers fill out the Little League Volunteer Application form, provide a copy of an official government issued ID (i.e. Drivers License etc.) and also complete a Leominster American Little League CORI Background check form. No volunteers can have any repetitive access to, or contact with, players or teams in the league until the CORI form has been processed and that volunteer has been approved by the league’s board.
2. Health and Safety – Our league requires that each player fill out the Little League medical release form and have medical approval – the league must be informed of any medical condition which may require special treatment or attention. No parent or guardian will register any child whose physical capabilities or general health prevent participation in, or may be impaired by, involvement in the league.
3. Equipment – Players will provide their own baseball gloves and shoes. The league will issue Jerseys, hats and other equipment. Pants are not supplied for Tee Ball or Instructional players. Players must properly maintain and return upon request all equipment and uniforms in as good condition as when issued, except for normal wear and tear. Abuse of equipment and uniforms by a player may result in suspension or dismissal. All male catchers must wear cup and supporter.  Major league male players must wear supporters.
4. Concession Stand – It is a league requirement that each home team (except for Instructional / Tee Ball teams) provide a person to work the concession stand during the season. Cooperation and help from parents to run the concession stand is vital since the concession stand raises much needed funds for the league and also pays for the umpires. Parents of each home team shall be assigned to work the concession stand by the home team’s manager or a designated Team Representative/Parent. *** For safety reasons, please do not bring children into the concession stand ***.
5. Attendance at Games and Practices – Per Little League rules, children missing excessive numbers of practices and games can be suspended or removed from a team’s roster. Parents must also understand that children missing games could result in that child’s team having to forfeit their games. If your child is going to be late to games or practices, or will not be attending a game or practice, we ask that you contact the manager to let them know.
6. Registration Fee Refund – Registration fees are non-refundable once a child has been placed on a team. In the event of an unusual circumstance such as a family suddenly being relocated before the season starts etc. a refund can be requested through the Board of Directors.
7. Minimum Playing Time – Per Little League rules, regular season minimum playing time is two defensive innings and one at bat. The board of directors cannot force a manager to play a child more than the Little League requirements. 

8. Communication With Managers and Coaches – Managers and coaches volunteer their time and effort in order to run the teams your child has been placed on. It is common courtesy to contact them if your child is going to be late to games or practices, or will not be attending a game or practice. If you have any issues with your child’s playing time, the position they are playing or times that teams practice etc. we ask that you contact the manager. The board of directors cannot force a manager to play children at specific positions or force them to conduct practices for their teams at specific times. Managers run their teams and those are decisions that they make as managers and coaches.
9. Placement On Teams – There is no guarantee that a child will be placed on the team of your choice or your child’s choice. Teams at the Major League and Minor League level are selected through tryouts and a draft. Due to problems with obtaining managers for teams, the number of slots on teams may be limited and your child may be placed on a waiting list until a slot is open or additional managers step forward to create new teams.   

10. Volunteers – The success of the league is possible only through the many volunteers that the league gets. If you are interested in volunteering, whether it be for coaching, team parent or even volunteering a skill such as carpentry, electrical work and so forth, we ask that you contact the league’s board to let them know. Skills such as carpentry and so forth can help the league save money in the long run.
11. Release – I, the parent or legal guardian of the candidate for a position on a league team, agree to the terms and conditions of this liability release form. I hereby give my approval to participate in all youth activities. I waive, release, absolve, indemnify and agree to hold completely harmless the Leominster Little League, its league officers, Board Members, sponsors, participants and persons transporting my child to and from activities for any claim arising out of an injury to my child, except to the extent and in the amount covered by accident or liability insurance.
12. Registration Fees – Any fees posted on the front are subject to change at any time.
13. Residency – I, the parent or legal guardian of the child listed on front, do agree that the home address listed on front is this child’s legal residence and if requested by the league, I will provide three forms for proof of residency as detailed in Little League’s Residence Eligibility Requirements document contained on the Little League web site. I also understand that I can get a copy of this document from the league officials.
