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Lakelands Toros Return to Play Protocol

February 1-May 2, 2021. 

Club Responsibilities

· Club personnel may not be involved in any manner, if they or any member of their household has had an onset of illness with symptoms consistent with, suspected or confirmed to be COVID-19 within the previous 14 days.

· All Lakelands Toros staff will wear face coverings at practices, games and tournaments.

· The club will remove all benches and tape off the bleachers

· The club will allow incidental contact during practices.

· Designated arrival and departure gates for the different practice times.

Coach Responsibilities

· All Lakelands Toros staff will wear face coverings at practices, games and tournaments.

· One player at a time will be allowed to use the restroom, if needed.

· The coach is the only person allowed to touch the playing equipment. The playing equipment must be sanitized after use.

· The coach must ensure the players social distance (6-10ft) when not playing - on arrival, drinks breaks and departure.

· Training bibs can be used, but they will be immediately isolated and not used again until it is laundered. 
· No activity in practice will include picking up a ball with a player’s hand. Only goalkeepers who are wearing gloves will be allowed to touch the ball with their hands in small-sided games. Dribble or pass the ball in from dead ball situations.

· The coach is responsible to report any deviation of the mask requirement (non-compliance) to club leadership, after advising the parent or coach that such a report is required.

Player Responsibilities

· Adhere to all return to play protocols.

· Players are recommended to wash or sanitize their hands prior to and immediately after their activity/event. 
· Players to observe social distancing (6-10ft) when not playing.
· Players are NOT to share drinks, food, equipment or clothing at any time. 
· Recommended that players wash their clothes and bath immediately upon returning home. . 
Parent Responsibilities  

· Notify the club if a player is diagnosed with or living with a person diagnosed with Covid-19, so contact tracing may be used to limit possible exposure.
· Notify the club if a player has been in direct contact with someone Covid-19 positive, so contact tracing may be used to limit possible exposure.
· Recommended to check your player’s temperature before coming to any activity/event. The player’s temperature must be below 100.4 degrees Fahrenheit to be able to play. Please do not send your player if they have a temperature at or above 100.4 degrees Fahrenheit. 

· Parents shall remain in their cars during Team/club practices & scrimmages. They may not congregate at or around the field. If they leave their car for any reason (e.g. to use a restroom), they must wear a facemask/covering and observe social distancing. 

· Parents/spectators can attend their player’s matches. Face coverings are required during all SCYSA sanctioned activities/events/matches.

· Every club has different COVID-19 game day protocols. Parents/spectators cannot sit wherever they want to sit during games.  Follow the instructions of your team coach, the referee & hosting club.

· Recommended to avoid carpooling. Only members of the same family should be in a vehicle together. 

· Recommended that parents should have hand sanitizer available for their player before and after each activity/event.

· If parents feel the need to communicate with their coach or club personnel, then it is recommended via telephone or email.
