Cleats

Cup - only for boys, of
course

Hat - to block the sun



How Can You Prepare Your Child for
Baseball Assessments?

1 - PRACTICE WITH THEM
It is a good idea to knock the rust off
the old baseball glove a little sooner
than in the car on the way to
evaluations.
2 - ENCOURAGE THEM
e Assure them that they
will make it on a team,
regardless of their
performance at
evaluations
e Remind them that all
the other kids are just
as nervous as they are
e Encourage themto
HAVE FUN!!!!

3 - SET THEIR EXPECTATIONS

e Tryoutstypically last a
couple hours

e There will be a LOT of
waiting and standingin
lines

e Encourage your child to
always be focused and
paying attention to
where their group is.

What to Take to Tryouts

e Glove
e Helmet - if you have

one (they have some
community helmets
available for those who
don’t have their own,
but...for my brief
one-word explanation
of why my kids will
always have their own
helmet, see this post!)
Batting Gloves - only if
you have them

What is the Evaluation Process?

e Check-In, You may

stand in areally long
line to check your child
in so make sure and be
on time so we can work
through each group
and get started on time



e Wait

Remember how you waited in that

really long line? You will need to wait
for everyone else to get through that

really long line too, so come
prepared to wait . You might want to
consider bringing a glove for
yourself to be able to play catch with
your child while you wait

e Gatherin Your Assigned
Group

We will have a few different groups
of kids, and each group will rotate
through the different stations
(batting, fielding, throwing, and
running)

e Rotate Through the
Evaluation Stations

This is where the kids need to
pay attention to their group
and where they are rotating

e GoHome

After your child is finished at the last
station, they are free to leave.
