League Rules and Guidelines

RULES

The 2022 USA Softball Slow-pitch Rules will govern all rules not covered on these rules and regulations.

THE GAME

All games will be seven (7) innings or have a 55-minute time limit.  (Inning is interpreted, as no new inning shall start after 55 minutes) Hustle on and off the field.  Official time will be kept by the scorekeeper and will start prior to the first pitch. 

Game time is forfeit time.  Each team should turn in an official line-up (10 - 12 players) into the scorekeeper 10 minutes prior to game time.  An official line-up form may be obtained in the press box. Teams may also begin the game with only 9 players; however, an out will be recorded in the 10th spot.  Line-up card shall include FULL NAME of player with jersey number. All leagues have the option to bat everyone. 
A Ten (10) run rule after 5 innings or 15 runs after 3 innings in effect for all games.

If a forfeit occurs, teams can play a practice game to be ended fifteen (15) minutes prior to the start of the next game.  Umpires are required to call 3 innings or 30 minutes of the forfeited game.

Home team will be decided by a coin toss during pre-game meeting.  Dugouts will not be assigned.

We will be allowing an 11th defender on the field (player must be utilized in a 5-man infield defense, MUST START ON THE DIRT, NOT THE GRASS)

EQUIPMENT

Bats will be checked before each game.  All bats will be ASA certified and/or have the new USSSA thumb print on them. To see if your bat is legal or illegal go to www.usasoftball.com.  A listing of the bats will be available in the press boxes for your convenience. Titanium bats are NOT allowed in league play.   IF A TEAM IS CAUGHT USING AN ILLEGAL BAT THAT TEAM WILL FORFEIT THAT GAME. THE COACH AND THE PLAYER CAUGHT USING THE ILLEGAL BAT WILL HAVE TO ATTEND A MEETING WITH THE SPORTS DIRECTOR AND THE TUPELO SOFTBALL ASSOCIATION PRESIDENT BEFORE THE TEAM PLAYS THEIR NEXT GAME. IF A TEAM IS CAUGHT USING AN ILLEGAL BAT FOR A SECOND TIME DURING THE SEASON THAT TEAM WILL BE SUSPENDED FROM FURTHER PLAY IN THE LEAGUE UNTIL A MEETING HAS BEEN ATTENDED BY A COACH, THE PLAYER CAUGHT, THE SPORTS DIRECTOR, AND THE PARKS AND RECREATION DIRECTOR. 

Each team must provide their own ASA/USA Softball certified MSP 52-core, 300-Compression softball for League. The ASA/USA Softball logo must be visible on all game balls.
UNIFORM

Requirements - Jerseys must match.

All jerseys are required to have a 6" number on the back. 

Sliding pants may be worn, they must not be the only shorts worn. On cold nights, sweats may be worn; however entire jersey must be visible.  No cutoff sweats unless hemmed.

Bandanas are not allowed!!!!

Cutoff blue jeans are not allowed!!!!

No metal cleats are allowed!!!!!

No sandals, Birkenstocks or any open toed shoes will be allowed!!!!
ROSTERS

There is a Maximum of 25 players.  Once a player has been dropped from a team, he/she cannot be added to another team if that player has played in at least one game.  Deadline for the roster is at your first game. 
Exception is if a team falls below 11 players.
Note: If a team drops below 11 players the players they lost must be marked off the roster and they will become ineligible to play in that league for the remainder of the season and post season tournament.
**NO PLAYERS MAY BE ADDED TO A TEAMS ROSTER FOR ANY REASON BETWEEN THE SEASON AND THE POST-SEASON TOURNAMENT.

ALL ROSTERS AND RELEASE FORMS MUST BE TURNED INTO THE SPORTS DIRECTOR PRIOR TO YOUR FIRST GAME

or Rec 1 teams:  there may be no more than 2 players on your roster who are on Rec 3 rosters.
ELIGIBILITY

Players must be at least 16 years of age, have a player release form signed by parent/guardian.

OTHER RULES

No smoking in the dugouts.

No infield warm-ups for any games.  Speed-up rules will be used; three pitches or one minute by each pitcher prior to the game none thereafter.

Only eligible players, managers, coaches and one bat boy/girl will be allowed in the dugout.

Decisions of the umpires will be final.  NO PROTESTS!! (Exception-Player eligibility)

Teams are to warm up in the designated areas ONLY.  This is for your safety, as well as the safety of others.

CONDUCT

Unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of the players, coaches, managers, and spectators WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. Teams are responsible for their fans. Any violation serious enough to justify a written report of offense signed by game officials or staff members in charge can result in disqualification of players, coaches, or managers for the remainder of the season, forfeiture of the game, or both.

Any player, coach, or manager ejected from a game will not be allowed at the facility for the remainder of that game, or the next game to be played.

Any spectator ejected will not be allowed at the facility for the remainder of that game.

No profanity, fighting, and/or drinking of alcoholic beverages will be allowed at Eastwood Softball Complex, or Veterans Softball Complex. Violators of these policies may be subject to arrest.
Tie Breaker Rule

If at the end of the regular season two teams are tied with the same record the following steps will be taken to determine the league champion: 

1. If two teams are tied then we will go to a head to head match up.
2. Least runs allowed against the team in question.

3. Most runs scored against the team in question

4. Coin Toss (best 4 out of 7)
