My family members and I all understand that the most important lesson we have to teach our children through competitive sports is sportsmanship. We accept the simple formulation that “sportsmanship” is supporting our team and players, and never rooting against the other team or players. Therefore, we agree to maintain proper decorum at games toward umpires, opposing players and coaches and supporters, and our own players, coaches and fellow supporters. We understand that, should we fail to uphold this clause, whether in the opinion of our team coaches or the game umpire or umpire(s), we are subject to discipline. This could consist of a warning, or being excluded from the event. For egregious violations, duly investigated by the commissioner of USA Softball NJ, District 2, or his designees, we understand we could be excluded from all team events going forward.

I understand that, as a coach of youthful sports competitors, my most important job is to model the kind of behavior I would want our players to emulate. Therefore, I will be cordial and professional with the other team’s coaches, whether I like them or not. I will be respectful of umpires and their decisions, I will teach my own players without demeaning them, and I will never communicate with players from the other team, except to offer encouragement.
As an assistant coach, I understand I am not to communicate directly with an umpire, but instead will direct any questions about a rules interpretation through the team’s head coach. I understand that judgment calls are not the subject of such questions, even when I disagree adamantly with the call made.

For egregious violations, duly investigated by the commissioner of USA Softball NJ, District 2, or his designees, I understand I or any of my assistants could be excluded from all team events going forward.

I understand that if I fail to maintain such a file, that in itself would subject me to league discipline.
