MAKE SURE THAT YOU DISTRIBUTE THIS TO YOUR MANAGERS BEFORE THEY
COME TO CERTIFY

Go to CA38.org to Tournament Certification and print out the Document Requirements and Affidavit
and Player Verification Process files. Follow them to ensure that they are ready to certify.

Make sure that they use the Affidavit from Little League.org and print out the map.
Make sure that the map and affidavit are filled out completely, signed and dated by the President.
Make sure that they have a two (2) copies of the completed Affidavit.

Make sure they have all the required documents to certify the players and that the Player Verification
forms are signed and dated by the President and parent. This includes all lld, and special waivers.

Make sure that All Managers and Coaches have the Cardiac Arrest, Concussion Protocol, Abuse
Awareness and Diamond Leadership certificates in the packet.

Every team MUST have a first aid kit. Every player must have a current medical release form and the
teams must carry them at all times.

Every catcher MUST use the dangling throat guard. If | or any other Director or District staff find a
catcher without one, the Manager will be removed.

Read and adhere to Regulation XIV a, b and d.
All Jerseys MUST have the Little League patch attached to the uniform.

Read and adhere to rule 1.17, the note and Approved Ruling concerning when players must wear the
catchers helmet.

Read and understand rule 3.17

Remember, except in Seniors, you are batting the roster.

Supply the official score keeper with your completed line up card as soon as possible.

Make sure after the game that you sign the pitching affidavit.

Artificial noise makers are not allowed i.e. bullhorns. Cans with pebbles inside, air horn, drums.

During pitcher windup and throw, players are not permitted to rattle the fence or make other noises to
distract the pitcher or batter.

Players and coaches must remain in the dugout or field, except to use the rest room. Players and
coaches may not converse with spectators and spectators may not congregate around the dugout and
converse with the team.
