FORMAT 

Each team will play in a 5v5 format (1 GK and 4 outfield players) and must have a minimum of 3 

eligible players to start. Both team coaches and squads must sit on the same sideline opposite 

parents and spectators. 

1. 2 x 20 Minute half games. 

2. Home team must wear their dark jerseys to avoid color conflicts. 

3. Visitor team must wear their white/light opposing color of Home Team to avoid color 

conflicts. 

4. The game ball will be provided by the home team 

5. Only rostered players, coaches and team managers are allowed on the sideline bench area. 

6. Home team get KO, Away team chooses half. 

7. No punting and/or heading allowed. 

8. No offsides called. 

9. Kick ins and/or dribble ins are permitted on any out of bound ball.

SCORING FORMAT 

This event operates with a 10-point system: 

• 6 Points for a win 

• 1 point for each goal (up to 3 goals) 

• 1 point for a shutout 

In the event of a tiebreak situation, the following tiebreakers will be implemented: 

1. Head-to-Head 

2. Goal Difference 

3. Most Goals Scored 

4. Most Wins 

5. PK’s if still tied 

FINALS & ADVANCEMENTS 

Teams will play a minimum of 3 games (weather permitting) in brackets of 4, 6 or 8 and will have 

advancements and finals. Teams in a bracket of 5 will play in a round robin format of 4 games and 

done (winner and finalists awarded on points). Winners and Finalists will get medals after the 

completion of the final game. In the event of a draw after the final game, teams will have the option 

to play an additional 5 minutes or go straight to PK’s. If they do play 5 minutes of extra time and still 

tied, the game will then advance to PK’s. 

PLAYERS 

 

1. Must wear shin guards and completely covered by socks. 

2. Each team must wear matching uniforms with clearly visible permanent numbers on the back 

of the jersey. 

3. The goalkeeper jersey will be distinct from both teams and the referee. 

4. No glasses or jewelry of any kind is allowed. 

5. Any player wearing a hard cast MUST have it wrapped in protective material. It will then be 

at the discretion of the referee.  

 

 



 
GAME CARDS 

 

Referees will have a game card for each game. After the completion of each game, the winning 

team, or home team in the event of a draw, will update the score of the game and turn the cards into 

the HQ tent. They will verify the scores accordingly. Please be sure to update and turn in the cards 

promptly once a game has finished and make sure that the scores are correct and updated. Scores 

can be updated by either the QR code on the game card via smart devices, or at the tournament 

website - https://system.gotsport.com/org_event/events/29375.

REFUNDS 

 

Once play has begun, no refunds will be given. Any team withdrawing from the tournament after the 

game schedule is posted then no refund will be given. A refund, less administrative expenses will be 

issued in the event the tournament is cancelled before the start of the first games.  

 
 
CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE 
 

• TEAM AND SPECTATOR CONDUCT:  Misconduct by a team, players, coaches, parents, 
spectators, supporters, or officials will not be tolerated on or off the field. A team, player, coach, 
parent, spectator, supporter or official may be withdrawn from the competition at the discretion 
of the Tournament Director. If this occurs, a misconduct report will be made to US Club and/or 
the team’s State or National association. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their team 
and supporters both on and off the fields.   

 

• GENERAL RULES:  Verbal abuse or harassment of anyone will not be tolerated. Alcohol, 
firearms, fireworks, and glass containers are not allowed at the park. Artificial noise making 
devices are prohibited. All facilities are smoke free. 

 

• YELLOW CARDS:  A player or coach receiving two yellow cards during a match is suspended 
from that match and suspended from the next match (one match suspension). Two yellow 
cards in the same match are a red card and are counted as a red card. 

 

• EJECTIONS:  Any player or coach who received a red card/ejection during a match is not 
allowed to play or coach in the next match. 
1. Players and/or coaches receiving an ejection must leave the match immediately. 
2. Players may sit on the bench during their suspension. However, they shall not be in 

uniform. Coaches shall not return to the tournament site during the match for which they 
are serving the one game suspension. 

3. ANY PLAYER, COACH OR SPECTATOR GUILTY OF REFEREE ASSAULT WILL BE 
SUSPENDED IMMEDIATELY FROM THAT MATCH AND SUSPENDED FROM 
FURTHER TOURNAMENT PARTICIPATION. ALBION HURRICANES FC WILL 
REPORT THE INCIDENT TO THE HOST STATE ASSOCIATION AND THE TEAM’S 
STATE OR NATIONAL ASSOCIATION. 
 

• REPORT OF DISCIPLINARY ACTION:  Disciplinary actions taken during a match will be 
marked on the game card with the name and jersey number of the player or the coach’s 
name.  All disciplinary actions will be reported to US Club. 
 

• FORFEITURE: Each team must be ready to play at the scheduled time or immediately after 
the conclusion of the previous game as determined by the referee, and with the minimum 
number of players, or the team is subject to forfeiting the match.  Following the forfeiture of a 
game, a team may be allowed to continue to play—at the discretion of the tournament director.
