e When are practices and games? This cannot be determined until registration closes, but typically Pre-T Ball, Tee-Ball, Minors

Boys, Majors Girls and Junior Boys are Monday & Wednesday. Machine Pitch Boys/Girls, Minors Girls and Majors Boys are

Tuesday & Thursday. We will try to keep this the same, if possible.

When do practices and games start? Practice usually begins mid to late April & games are typically done before the 4th of July.

Multi-child- discount will be calculated on the registration website for multiple players in the family.

Is there a fee to register? Yes, the registration system charges each user $3 to register.

You need to register using a computer, not a mobile device.
