Travel Basketball Program

Tryout and Team Selection Process

Effective October 2014
Eligibility
· Any youth residing in Silver Lake towns grades 4th through 8th (boys and girls).
Tryout Process and Timeline 
· October – tryouts will be announced and conducted for each grade level. 
· Tryouts will consistent of open gym evaluations and a final tryout date during October.
· Tryouts at each grade level will be conducted separately.
· Up to three teams will be selected at each grade level (subject to enough interest).
· Participants need to pre-register on SLYB website prior to final tryout date (www.silverlakeyouthbasketball.org).
· Open gyms and tryouts will be conducted by available travel coordinators, board members, coaches, and volunteers of SLYB.  
· Actual tryout ratings will be completed by independent evaluators not related to players participating at the grades they are evaluating.  
· Players will be evaluated in group and individual settings during tryout process.
· Each player must be registered and assigned a number during check-in at tryout night.
· Tryouts will consist of individual, team, and head to head based drills. 
· Team selections will be made and announced within 72 hours of final tryout at each respective grade level on SLYB website.
Participant Attendance  
· All interested participants are strongly encouraged to attend all open gyms and/or tryout nights as consistent attendance contributes greatly to accurate evaluation.
· There are no “make-up” tryout dates unless a tryout is cancelled by SLYB BoD.
· If a player is injured or sick and can't participate in the tryouts, evaluators will use information garnered from open gym nights and/or historical information if that person has previously played in any of our programs and we have sufficient knowledge of their skill and dedication.  

· Inability to make tryouts are dealt with on a case by case basis at the discretion of the SLYB BoD.
Evaluation and Team Selection Process
· At each grade level – tryout night will consist of 3-5 evaluators affiliated with SLYB that do not have a youth relative involved at that grade level.  

· Coaching candidates for a respective grade may watch and assist in facilitating actual tryout.  They are not participants in the evaluations completed at final tryout night.  

· There are three main components/factors to player evaluations that will be considered for final team selection:

· Coach evaluations from prior travel season and/or summer basketball (ie – historical context and experience) submitted to the SLYB BoD prior to tryout night.    
· Ratings submitted by independent evaluators based on performance from tryout night.

· Assessments developed by coordinators of open gym evaluations.
· Final rankings inclusive of the above components will be developed by a Player Selection Committee made up of applicable travel program coordinators and SLYB BoD members (3-5 BoD members involved in actual try-out).  

· Final rankings derived from above process will drive majority of team selection – however team needs (positional & coaching) will be considered at final selection.  

· Head coach input will be considered for final roster spots after a head coach is selected but ultimate team decision is made by Player Selection Committee.
