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The ATTIC Indoor Facility Usage Policy 

 

Eligibility for Free Use: Only registered Fargo Youth Baseball or Fargo Area Fastpitch 

participants for the current summer season may use the facilities at no charge. Please bring a 

separate pair of shoes to help maintain turf cleanliness. 

Note: To ensure fair facility access, this policy will be monitored. Coaches not adhering to these 

guidelines risk having their practice times removed by Fargo Area Sports staff. 

To Register: 

• Coaches: If you are a Fargo Youth Baseball or Fargo Area Fastpitch coach, contact the 

office at info@fargoareasports.com or 701-232-9225 for ATTIC login information. 

• Individuals: For bookings within 48 hours, email info@fargoareasports.com or call 701-

232-9225. 

• Invitation Requirement: Registration as a user with Fargo Area Sports requires an 

invitation; please reach out to an administrator for assistance. 

ATTIC Booking Policy: 

• Priority Use: The ATTIC is primarily reserved for team practices, with limited 

individual booking availability. 

• Reservation Limit: Coaches and individuals may reserve a maximum of one hour per 

week, using up to two tunnels per session.

o Recent upgrades allow each tunnel to be divided, offering 2-4 cage options. 

Equipment includes 2 L-screens, 2 ball caddies, 2 hitting tees, 2 hitting mats, and 

a fungo screen. 

o Tunnel Division: When splitting a tunnel, please use the additional hitting mat to 

protect the turf. 

• Scheduling: Bookings should start on the hour (e.g., 5:00-6:00 PM, not 5:30-6:30 PM). 

Within 48 hours, additional time or tunnels may be booked if available. 

 

Batting Cage Usage and Policies 

1. Users under age 15 must be supervised by an adult. 

2. Helmets must be worn in batting tunnels at all times. 

3. No food or drinks are allowed inside turfed areas. 

4. Seeds are strictly prohibited. 

5. Report any incidents or damage to the Fargo Area Sports office within 12 hours. 

6. Non-members of Fargo Area Sports must sign a waiver form at the FAS office before 

participating. 

7. Outside groups may rent the batting facilities for practices or events with Fargo Area 

Sports approval. A rental fee applies, and Fargo Area Sports members have scheduling 

priority. Contact the office for availability.
