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Oregon District 5 Interleague Playing Rules – 2026 Regular Season
Games are played under the official Little League rules as indicated in the 2026 Little League Baseball Rules and Regulations. No individual league’s “local” rules will apply and no “manager agreements” will be allowed to change or modify these rules.  The following rules will apply to all interleague play.

1. Umpires: The home team will be responsible for providing the umpire/s for each game.  One of these umpires needs to be at least 18 years of age, if the umpire/s are not 18 years of age the requirement of a “Game Coordinator” is mandatory.  Rule 9.00(d) provides the definition of a Game Coordinator.
2. Scorekeeper: The home & visitor team are responsible for providing their own scorekeeper for each game.
3. Baseball & Softball Pitching: Team scorekeepers will verify eligible pitchers with the Plate Umpire
4. Pool Player: When a team uses “Pool Player(s)” will be allowed up to 9 players (ONLY) to play a scheduled game, The “Pool Player(s)” shall wear the uniform of their regular season team so that they are identified as being from the POOL, be the last batter in the lineup and NO PITCHING OR CATCHING.  Pool player played games DO NOT count as a regular season game for that pool player.  A pool player is assigned by the league’s Player Agent &/or designated Board of Director for the specific game and NOT selected by the team manager.  If the regular team player/s arrives to game, the pool player/s will be allowed to play and the regular team player/s will be allowed to play.  This means the Manager is responsible to make sure both Pool Player/s and the regular team player/s meet the required mandatory play.
5. 5 run limit per inning: Inning is over when the 5th run scores.  If a play is in progress when the 5th run scores, the play will be allowed to finish, but only 5 runs will be counted.  The last inning will be open (no run limit) only if 4 innings have been played for Minors & Majors or 5 innings have been played for Intermediate, Juniors, & Seniors; Managers need to verify with the Umpire in Charge.
6. Time Limits: Minor/Major division no new inning will start after 1 hour and 45 minutes.  Intermediate & above, no new inning will start after 2 hours on all games.  All games called for the time limit will be regarded as a regulation game, no matter the number of innings played. A time limit game that ends in a tie does not need to be completed at a later date. The Umpire in Charge of the game retains authority to suspend or end any game due to inclement weather or darkness (on non-lighted field).
7. Run rule: Rule 4.10(e), Exception 1: When a team is ahead by:
15 runs & after: Minor/Major 3 innings (2 ½ if home team), Intermediate & above 4 innings (3 1/2 if home team), OR
10 runs & after: Minor/Major4 innings (3 ½ if home team), Intermediate & above 5 innings (4 % if home team), OR
8 runs & after: Minor/Major 5 innings (4 ½ if home team), Intermediate & above 6 innings (5 % if home team), The manager of the losing team will concede the game and the game is over. There are no exceptions to allow a game to continue after this point.
8. Inter-District Games: Games between District 5 and a different District; example OR. District 2, or WA. District 3 are considered Inter-District games.  The home team’s district interleague rules will be in effect for these games.
9. Protests: Protests should be settled on the field of play by the Plate Umpire.  Interleague protests are limited only to rules interpretations or the use of ineligible players.  Protests are strongly discouraged since all games are recreational in nature.  However, if a protest is filed, it will NOT be referred to the Local Board of Directors.  Any protested game will go to District 5.  The protest needs to be reported within 24 hours to the following District 5 UIC’s; Central Oregon, Greg Anderman (714) 493-4929 or River; Paul Keefer at (541) 571-2587.  This is the first step in the protest process.  If the decision provided by the District 5 Protest Committee is not acceptable, step two encompasses submitting the protest to the District Administrator for review and the decision provided is final.
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
