Tournament Notes & Clarifications

• Top Team in Bracket is HOME team. 
• Online system may not default to do this, will work through it. 
• The Winners Bracket Champion is HOME team in championship Game.   
• If necessary Championship game HOME team is winner of first Championship Game

• Please review ALL rules, but here’s a few Tournament Rule Reminders:
• Rotations to infield/outfield not required
• Championship Games have no time limit. 

• All 6 innings will be played (unless mercy rule becomes in effect)
• Run limit per inning still enforced 
• 8U/Rookie = COACH pitch only, No Coaches in the outfield

• Pitching Regulation Clarifications 
• Junior Pitcher requirements before the end of the THIRD inning CONTINUES to be 

enforced, no Senior Pitcher is required to pitch
• Baseball Pitch Counts [Minors & Majors]

• The pitch count enforcement is effective before a new batter comes to the plate. 
• Pitch Count “Week” Exemptions Saturday 5/30 is a stand alone “week”

• 06/01 to 06/05 is a stand alone “week”  
• 06/06 (Championship Saturday) is a stand alone “week”

• Daily pitch count Limits and Daily Rests Rules are ALWAYS enforced (see below)
