
UPPER MERION BASEBALL ASSOCIATION
BOYS MAJOR DIVISION RULES AND REGULATIONS

All rules for play in the Boys Major Division shall be judged by the UMBA General Rules and Regulations in accordance with the Major League Baseball Rules except for the specific rules listed herein.

1. Infield fly rule is in effect.

2. No head first sliding into a base. You can slide back to a base head first.

3. Bunting is allowed.

a. Fake bunting is permitted. No full swing can be attempted. If a player takes a full swing after attempting a fake bunt, the player will be declared out, and if deemed appropriate by the umpire, an ejection will be issued.

4. The Ten run rule will be enforced any time after 4 at-bats by the losing team.

5. Dropped third strike is in play.

6. All players must play every other inning defensively.

Pitchers 
1. Any player on a team may pitch. 

2. If a player throws seventy-five (75) pitches or pitches in four (4) or more innings in a single outing, he must have three full calendar days rest before he is eligible to pitch again.  He will be eligible to pitch on the 4th day.  For example:  If a pitcher throws 3-1/3 innings on Saturday he must rest Sunday, Monday & Tuesday and is eligible to pitch again on Wednesday.

3. A player may pitch in up to six innings per week, subject to the rest requirements set forth above. All six (6) innings may be pitched in the same game, except that a player playing as a ten (10) year old by league age will be limited to three (3) innings in a single game. For purposes of counting innings, the week starts fresh on Saturday, however the weekly inning reset does not satisfy the rest requirement.  Throwing a pitch in an inning, regardless of whether an out is recorded, is considered a full inning for purposes of counting innings pitched.

4. No pitcher may throw more than eighty-five (85) pitches in a single game.  A ten (10) year old will be limited to sixty (60) pitches in a single game. Upon reaching the applicable pitch limit a pitcher may continue to pitch to the hitter who is at the plate when the pitch limit was reached until that hitter’s at bat is concluded or the inning is otherwise ended.  He must then be replaced.  

5. Balks are in effect. Each pitcher will be warned once per game. 

6. Innings pitched in a game declared “no contest”, “regulation game” or “suspended game” shall be charged against the player’s eligibility for the week. If resumed the following week, pitcher of record may continue up to the extent of remaining time for the following calendar week.

7. A pitcher who hits two (2) batters in an inning or three (3) in an outing must be removed from the game.  

8. Once a pitcher is removed, he may not pitch again in the same game. 

9. No team may use more than six pitchers in a single game. The exception would be in case of extra innings, injury or where the sixth pitcher must be removed by rule. 

10. Violation of any section of this regulation could result in protest of a game in which it occurs.
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
