                        Local Rules – Effective Spring 2026   

 

  
The 2026 Li*le League Baseball Rules and Regula5ons will govern all play not specified below.   
  
The ball used at this level is a "soAer" version of a regula5on baseball, which greatly reduces the 
poten5al for serious injury.   
  
The score shall not be kept. Games are permi*ed to begin with less than ten (10) players, but no less 
than six (6).   
  
Mandatory Play   
  
● All players shall be listed in the baMng order and shall bat once every inning.   
● All players shall play in the field every inning.   
● All players must play at least one inning in the infield and one inning in the ouNield.   
  
 The Defense   
  
● All players shall play on defense every inning. The extra players must be posi5oned in the ouNield. - 

All ouNield players shall be posi5oned at least 15 feet off the base path.   
● A player in the ouNield may not make a putout in the infield unless ac5ng as a back-up on a run 

down. The ouNield player must throw to an infielder for an out.   
● Two (2) defensive coaches may be posi5oned on the ouNield grass in order to reposi5on and coach 

players aAer the comple5on of a play. They may coach the players during live play. No other 
defensive coaches shall be on the playing field.   

● The pitcher and first baseman shall wear a baMng helmet (protec5ve face mask is op5onal) while on 
defense. These players should use their own personal helmets and not use shared equipment.  

● The pitcher shall be posi5oned either on the pitching mound or within 3 feet of either side of the 
pitching mound, even with the pitching plate.    

● There will be no catchers for this division.  
  
The Tee   
  
The tee shall be placed directly in front of home plate. It shall not be placed on the plate. This serves two 
purposes: it teaches players proper hiMng technique and it also provides for a much safer environment 
as runners advance between third base and home.   
  



 

   
 

The Offense   
  
● The baMng order will consist of all eligible players.   
● The baMng order shall change every inning to allow for each player to have the chance to bat 1st in 

the line-up at least a few 5mes in the season.   
● All players in the baMng order shall bat every inning. Although runners are removed when they are 

put out, the side does not re5re un5l all players listed in the baMng order have completed their turn 
at bat.   

● One (1) adult coach shall operate the tee and determine whether the ball is fair/foul.   
  
The Ba5er  
  
● The ba*er swings at a ball placed on the tee un5l the ball travels at least fiAeen feet into fair 

territory.   
● Strikes shall not be recorded.  
  
The Runner  
  
● Stealing is not allowed.   
● The runner is removed from the base when he/she is put out.   
● There is no advance on an overthrow. For balls hit to the ouNield, base runners may advance un5l 

the ball is "under control" (in possession) in fair territory in the infield by one of the infielders. If a 
base runner is more than half way to the next base, then the runner is en5tled to try to reach that 
base. Otherwise, the base runner must return to the last base legally occupied. A fielder s5ll has an 
op5on of making a play on the runner and if tagged, the runner is out; otherwise the above rules 
apply as to whether the runner was half way or not when the ball was originally "under control". In 
order to fairly judge this, a mark should be placed half way between first and second, second and 
third, and third and home plate.   

● During the last ba*er of an inning, the ba*er and all runners can run on overthrows and can 
con5nue to run un5l an out has been made. The last ba*er will be treated as if there are two outs 
and the defense is trying to make the third out. The defense should try to get an out on any of the 
runners or the ba*er. Once an out is made or the last ba*er scores, the inning is over.   

  
Star9ng and Ending the Game   
  
● A maximum of three (3) innings shall be played at this level.   
● A new inning shall not begin aAer 1 hour 15 minutes.  
● The game shall not con5nue aAer 1 hour 30 minutes.  
 
 
*** Double First Base – Safety Bag: When a double first base (orange safety bag) is present, it is in effect 

and must be used in accordance with LL Rule 7.15.
