1. AA Softball/BLUE FLAME

b. Continuous Batting Order

2. MINOR SOFTBALL:

a. No new inning after 1 hour and 45 minutes. Time limit applies to all
games on all days.

b. No walks, no stealing.

c. Coach pitch: Player/pitcher pitches up to 5 pitches, the batter does not
reach base, then the coach comes into pitch. The count carries over from
player/pitcher. (Example: If batter has 3 balls and 2 strikes and the batter
swings and misses, the batter is out.) The coach pitches no more than 3
pitches. For a total of 8 pitches. If the batter does not reach base after the
8th pitch, the batter is out. If on the 8t pitch the batter hits a foul the
batter is still out.

d. The side is retired when three offensive players are legally put out, called
out by an umpire, or when all players on the roster have batted one time
in the half inning, or when the offensive team scores 5 runs.
