Policy & Procedure
Purpose: Referees will manage game play of each game while ensuring the players safety, responsibilities, and sportsmanship.
Policy: 
· Always be in control of the game
· [bookmark: _Hlk203126855]Have all gear needed to provide proper gameplay management and calls
· Ensure all players have mouthguards during gameplay
· Wear required pinny so children know you are officiating
· Make all calls and teach of there is a misunderstanding with the player or coach regarding the call made
· It is important to be punctual; remember we are role models for our children (arrive on time or early)
· Maintain a positive attitude and ensure sportsmanship is top priority verbally and physically
· Read and follow 406 Youth Sports Association League rules (adaptations have been made)

Procedures:
· You must control play, time, sportsmanship, and score of every game
· Have a yellow flag and a whistle prior to game start
· You must check prior to game start that coaches make sure their players have mouthguards prior to taking the field
· You must wear this pinny from game start to finish
· Make the call and upon questioning explain and teach as needed to either player or coach.
· In order to keep things flowing timely, we need all referees to be punctual 
· For any or all negative comments or actions players, coaches, and spectators will receive a warning and penalty as needed, continuation of this behavior will result in ejection by the referees or the league owners
· Adaptations have been made for our specific league. Please read these changes and encourage parents and players to know and understand as well.
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
