No food, alcoholic beverages, smoking, golfing, candy, gum, or beverages of any kind, except water is allowed on the artificial turf. The Ball Fields are a DOG FREE ZONE. No pets, including dogs, or other animals are allowed on the ball fields at any time. In order to insure your safety as well as the safety of others, no bicycles, strollers or scooters are allowed on the artificial turf. Bikes must be stored at the racks on Warren and Murray Streets; and cannot be left on the Ball Fields at any time and may be walked on paved area only. Solicitation or collection of contributions, sale of tickets, refreshments or merchandise, sale distribution of handbills, posting, displays distribution of signs, and/or flyers advertising events or other materials are prohibited at all times. Branching off to the preservation of the field, and to avoid any injury, athletic footwear must be worn at all times. Permittee is responsible for cleaning up after each of their activity, ensuring fields are returned to their prior condition. Permittee agrees they are responsible for ensuring spectators attending their event(s), remain on the “terrace” for viewing, and not stand on the turf at any time during game. Equipment may be loaned out by the Coordinator, if available. All equipment must be returned to the ball field office 5-10 minutes prior to the ending of the permittee’s scheduled usage.
