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Red Bluff Local Tee Ball Rules

Games are 45 minutes or 3 innings (whichever comes first).
Teach the players to throw the ball to first base after every batted ball.

Runners advance one base on a batted ball, except for the LAST BATTER, where the
batter hits a “Grand Slam Home Run” to clear the bases and end the inning.

An inning consists of the batting order, or batting through the line-up.

HOME team preps, chalks, installs the bases, and sets up the field, Make sure garbage
cans are there. VISITOR team returns the bases to the appropriates equipment shed.
BOTH teams clean out their dugouts and trash on their side of the field. VISITORS
empty the trash can(s) and return the can(s) to the field.

No stealing. No running until the ball is put into play by a batted ball.

Safety T-balls will be used.

A player may not play the same defensive position twice in a game.

No bats in the dugouts or in the hands of players except for the batter batting.
Batters will hit off the T only for the entire season.

It is OK for coaches to be on the field to assist, teach the kids the positions, where to
throw the ball, and to stay focused on the game.

Remind the players that if they stay focused and play well, they get a snow cone after
the game! Most importantly, have fun!!!
