The Good Sportsmanship Policy/Code of Conduct applies to all Nanticoke Rookie
League Inc. programs and activities, including, but not limited to, the playing area, parking lot, or social media.

Parents/Guardians:

| will remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for youth, not adults.

| will teach my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflict without resorting to hostility or violence.

| will teach my child that doing one's best is more important than winning.

| will praise my child for competing fairly, trying hard, and make my child feel like a winner every time.

| will promote the emotional and physical well-being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire | may have for my child to win.

| (and my guests) will be a positive role model and encourage good sportsmanship by showing respect, being courteous, and

demonstrate positive support for everyone at games and practices.

7. 1 (and my guests) will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with anyane, such as booing and taunting, refusing to
congratulate at the end of the game, or using profane language or gestures. We will respect the officials and their authority.

10. 1 will remember that | am a youth sports coach, and that the game is for the children, not for the adults.

. 1 will be a good sport (win or lose), be honest, fair, and always show good sportsmanship.

. lunderstand that failure to abide by the Good Sportsmanship Policy/Code of Conduct could result negatively in my ability to
practice or play in games.
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Failure to abide by the Good Sportsmanship Policy/Code of Conduct will be subject to disciplinary action including, but not limited
to, verbal or written warning, ejection from a current event, suspension from future events, or suspension for a sports season. My
